efficient transportation and mobility 
indicate the development of a nation. 
             Observing the rapid rate of 
urbanization and the problems arising 
from it, the Resource and Development 
Conclave had a panel discussion on 
urban transportation and mobility 
where a group of expert panelists 
looked deep into the problem and came 
up with novel solutions. In the 
discussion that followed, the Chairman 
of the panel Dr.T.G.Sitharam 
emphasized that rapid improvement of 
public transport was the only solution to 
the urban mobility problem in mega 
cities.  
         He also said that the usage of 
underground space would an effective 
method of land use. He quoted the 
example of Shinjuku City in Japan and 
on how it had exploited its underground 
space to the fullest. 
 

Mr. Gaurav Gupta, the Managing Director 
of KSRTC spoke about the new 
Intelligence Transport System (ITS) that 
will be used in the buses. This system 
involves providing commuters with 
exciting features such as real time 
passenger information, automatic vehicle 
location system and in-vehicle display 
system. He said that such features help in 
convincing more people to use public 
transport. 
           The next speaker Mr. Ravichandar, 
Chairman of Feedback Consulting spoke 
about urban infrastructure in five sharp 
points. He said that our country needs 
visionary leadership, integration of 
transportation agencies, sufficient 
planning, detailed thinking about the 
outcome and finally proper 
implementations. 
           Dr. Raj Kumar Khatri, Secretary to 
the Infrastructure Development 
Department, Government of Karnataka 
spoke about the amount of funds 
Karnataka needs for infrastructure and 
suggested that private sector investment 
should be encouraged and that the 
infrastructure bill has been proposed and 
will be in the legislature soon. 
            Mr. Vivek Menon managing 
director of Invicus Engineering Co. said 
that the ultimate aim of developing 
urban infrastructure and transportation 
mobility is to improve the quality of life 
of the citizens. He also added that Indians 
generally lack the will power to bring

country so much to take initiatives and 
we need to raise above all these 
problems so as to be a successful nation.

Most panel discussions are 
interesting and educative but 
when one includes four of the 
most eminent personalities from 
the field involved, it ceases to be 
merely interesting and tends 
captivates and enlightens its 
audience. Such was the panel 
discussion on entrepreneurship 
development of manufacturing. It 
was basically to understand the 
dynamics of the manufacturing 
sector. Today the manufacturing 
sector contributes less than 20% 
to the GDP and therefore the 
discussion focused upon the need 
to develop a strong 
entrepreneurial base in 
manufacturing sector. First to 
share his perspective on the topic 
was Mr Gaurav Dave, the Joint 
Secretary of National 
Manufacturing Competitiveness

He 
emphasised on the 
entrepreneurship and incubation 
programmes of NSIC. Giving 
statistics about the 
manufacturing sector, he said 
that nearly 60 million people are 
employed in this particular 
sector.
